[ Abstract] The Constitution of the second generation, formulated in this article as a
historically-sensitive concept, aims to re-conceptualize the prevailing narrative of early U. S.
constitutional history. In this revised version of early constitutional history, “generation” is the
basic unit of constitutional story and, in this sense, a new narrative of “three-generation” is
preferred to the dominant “two-moment” story of the “Founding-Reconstruction”. With this re-
vision, the early national history of the U. S. is not a story of transformation, namely the Recon-
struction as the reconstruction of the Founding regime, but a story of preservation through de-
fense and change, with the main storyline being how the state-builders of the second generation
strived to defense and change, if proved necessary, the original constitutional order during the
long founding moment. The crucial constitutional problem confronted by the second generation,
living in the era which was called “the Antebellum” ,was how to interpret the Union emerging
from the 1787 Constitution drafted by the Federalists. In the narrative of legalistic constitution-
alism, the second generation was not a generation of total failure, although all their political
struggles failed to save the Union from a bloodshed war, but a generation of tragedy: they lived
in the long founding moment, but they had not the capacity to bring the people back to the polit-
ical arena so that they could employ the constituent power to solve the constituent problems with-
in the Federalism regime, which means what they could do as constitutionalists were the politi-
cal compromises within the constitutional order they inherited from the hands of the

founding fathers.
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
