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[Abstract] In U.S. property law, the failure to record a deed does not defeat the passage of title, but
recording statutes have provided for the basic principle of protecting the safety of transaction, and established
the rule of priority which aims at resolving.conflicts of rights between two successive grantees from the same
owner. The purchaser protected by recording statutes must buy in good faith, for a valuable consideration and

without notice of a prior unrecorded claim.
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
