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[ Abstract] Development trend of the servitudes in modern society exercises influence over
civil law and its external. As concerns manifestation mode of the influence of servitudes ant its de-
velopment trend, the influence is represented in the following fields: Firstly, the shock to existing
system including the doctrine of property rights, such as legally prescribed real right, doctrine of
one thing, one right, and principle of public summons and public reliability, and the system of
usufructuary rights and servitudes. Secondly, expansion to its function. Servitudes can have sub-
stitution effect to torts law, and have exclusion and limitation effect to freedom of business and
freedom of contract. Thirdly, extending the scope of its application. It can be illustrated by the
public servitudes classed public utility servitudes and community servitudes. Environment servi-
tude is the typical example of the former, and the pipeline law is the typical example of the for-
mer. It illustrates the way of the servitudes participating and promoting the society, and is regar-

ded as a point of penetration of the phenomena that public law may be integrated with private law.
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
